Dilbert was a doodie long before he had a name. He was a
composite of my co-workers at Crocker Bank and later Pacific Bell.
| worked with a lot of technical people and noticed that many of
them had potato-shaped bodies and glasses. When | morphed
them together in my brain they became Dilbert. | suppose | doo-
died the technical people more than other people because they
seemed more interesting to me, both in personality and in
appearance.

I’m often asked why Dilbert has no mouth and why his necktie
curls up. The truth is that | don’t know. The best answer | can
give 1s that it looks right.” As a doodle, he was never drawn
exactly the same. There were times in his doodle-days when he
had a mouth and a flat tie. His body and head shape have
changed gradually. He even had visible eyes once. In time |
developed a preference for what “looked right” with him. It
would be easy to interpret his lack of mouth and his uncontrolled
necktie as symbols of his powerlessness, but | can’t claim to be
that clever. All | know is that | like him drawn that way.

| drew the little pre-Dilbert character to add interest to my own
presentations at work. Sometimes |I’d draw rebellious cartoons
on the whiteboard of my cubicle for the amusement of my co-
workers. People started wondering what his name was. It seemed
appropriate to give him one. So | had a “Name the Nerd” contest
on my whiteboard and invited people to write their suggestions
below his picture.

Several people wrote in their suggestions, but none of them
seemed right. Then a truly strange thing happened. My friend

—




Mike Goodwin stopped by to tell me he had the name. He picked up the
erasable marker and wrote “Dilbert.”

| ended the contest immediately and declared Mike the winner.

The strange thing is that there was a real sense of destiny about that
moment. It didn’t feel like Dilbert was being given a name, it felt
like | was finding out what his name already was. | can’t explain the
feeling exactly, except that | knew i1t was important even then. It was
a rare moment of complete clarity, when | knew | was in exactly the
right place at the right time.

Much later, after Dilbert became syndicated, Mike realized how he
had probably come up with the name. Mike’s father had been a navy
aviator during World War |l and Mike still had some of his old navy
documents and publications. In them were some cartoons that were
well known to navy pilots of that period—cartoons about an incompe-

tent pilot named Dilbert. The navy Dilbert,

by a cartoonist named Osborn, appeared in
single panel cartoons used to demonstrate
what a pilot should never do by showing what
happened when Dilbert did them all.

Had | known about the navy Dilbert cartoons |
would have changed the name of mine, but it
was too late by that point, happily. I’'m glad to
carry on the Dilbert tradition, albeit accidentally.

Ratbert’s scientist could only afford one rat because of budget
cutbacks. That meant that he had to keep Ratbert alive from one
experiment to the next. (It also meant |
didn’t have to draw a lot of rat “extras”
standing around in the scene.)

| 1ike to keep my characters on

the edge of awareness about their
situation. In this case Ratbert was
starting to get suspicious about
the motives of the scientist. His
innocence and exuberance were
personally amusing to me and

easy to write. The challenge was
integrating him with Dilbert’s
household.

So | had Ratbert escape and seek asylum

in Dilbert’s house. Ratbert’s goal was to be welcomed by Dilbert
and Dogbert as part of the family. Sadly, Dilbert was biased
against rats so it was tough rowing at first. Many readers seemed
to relate to Ratbert’s pathetic outsider status and his desire to be
accepted. | ended up liking the little quy too.

In my first year of syndication | tried to introduce Satan
as a regular member of the Dilbert cast.

But | really wanted the devil
character so | argued my case. After some negotiations, |

Insufficient Light. He wouldn’t damn you, but he might
darn you for minor infractions.

0ddly enough, the stripped-down, compromised version
of Satan was much more interesting than the real thing
would have been.
