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Introduction 

Sisson's Word and Expression Locater was the first attempt to provide the 
public with a book that takes them from a concept or "meaning" to a word or 
expression. This valuable reference has inspired other "reverse" dictionaries and 
books that help users find the words they need to describe what they want to say. 

Sisson's Word and Expression Locater is an essential companion to every 
general dictionary, offering a single manageable source for words we've some¬ 
how lost or those that are sitting on the tips of our tongues and, occasionally, 
to those we never knew. 

The addition of an index to Sisson's Word and Expression Locater serves a 
twofold purpose. First, its inclusion helped eliminate the interruption created 
by cross-references that once dotted the text and, second, it added another 
mode of access to the vocabulary. But the index is not required for lookups— 
because the entry words are logical and clear—merely an enhancement that 
offers the user another avenue to seek out probable choices. 

There are other major and minor improvements that accompany this 
change, but none obscure the impressive accomplishment of Dr. Sisson's eight 
years of toil. His conception of a "dictionary in reverse" nearly 30 years ago 
was ahead of its time. 

In the new Sisson's Word and Expression Locater, users will find a world of 
language from which they can expand their vocabulary and become more accu¬ 
rate and articulate speakers, readers, writers, and word puzzle/game players. 

Sisson's Word and Expression Locater is a type of thesaurus, containing a 
complete list of entry words with useful inflections and derivatives for each 
entry and the more important synonyms or related words for each. 

Dr. Sisson described the first edition as, "in some respects, a dictionary in 
reverse. Instead of supplying the meaning of a word, it furnishes the word from 
its meaning." The book's comprehensiveness is easily seen by flipping through 
the pages. 

The original Sisson's Word and Expression Locater was intended as "an 
index to the unabridged dictionary and to other sources of the more obscure 
and unusual words and phrases" which Dr. Sisson believed were still useful in 
English construction. Dr. Sisson's "dictionary in reverse," however, is so 
well-conceived that it would be a shame not to keep it up to date with words 
and expressions that are current and useful, combined with various other 
words that are slightly more unusual. 

The book was and is intended for the person who may need to locate a

word or expression simply from an idea. For example, you may wish to know 
a word meaning "lack of ability," but you would be unlikely to find it just by 
looking in a dictionary. These words (incapacitation, incompetence) cannot be 
found under ABILITY in any other word book, but they can in this volume. 
Perhaps you would like to locate the word for figuring time by tree rings. In 
this book, under TREE is the subheading time, under which you will find the 
answer "dendrochronology." That word can also be found under TIME and its 
subheading tree ring. 

Sisson's Word and Expression Locator enables you not only to locate, from 
the thought involved, a word or expression (usual or unusual), but also helps 
call to mind a word or phrase that may have been temporarily forgotten. It is 
thus a locater, an aid to memory, and an aid to vocabulary enhancement. 

One of the greatest, and, we believe, most helpful changes effected in this 
new edition of Sisson's Word and Expression Locater is a combining of separate 
entries like injurious and injury; cook, cooked, and cooking; and produce, produced, 
product, and productive into single, complete entries. Besides making Sisson's 
Word and Expression Locater easier to consult and to browse through, this unifi¬ 
cation has made it possible to correct inconsistencies and duplications and 
allow more room for new, updated words and expressions. 

A second major change in Sisson's Word and Expression Locater is the incor¬ 
poration of new material and the deletion of the more obscure words and 
expressions under the entries. The subheadings have been simplified and mod¬ 
ernized. In the previous edition, many subheadings were multi-word descrip¬ 
tions. In this edition we sought to reduce the subheadings to one- or two-word 
descriptors, both to make them more user-friendly and to allow more room for 
the words and expressions themselves. 

The addition of an index is another major change; one that provides a sec¬ 
ond mode of access to the body of text. It could be considered the biggest step 
toward making this renowned reference book even more useful. Divided 
among 10 broad categories, the main entry words fall within a simple-to-use 
hierarchy. This hierarchy of the vocabulary is included to allow the users to 
search for words and expressions in more than one fashion. The groupings are 
offered to stimulate the path of thought into expression by mirroring the way 
humans group ideas and concepts in their minds. 

Other changes are less obvious. The earlier edition placed semicolons 
between the words within an entry. The semicolons have been replaced with 
less obtrusive commas. 

Also, the previous edition generously used cross-references which are dis¬ 
tracting to the eye and to readability. In this revision, the cross-references are 
included as synonyms or related words within the entries. For example, instead 
of ATTRIBUTE: (see "characteristic") as in the first edition, the current book 
includes "characteristic" as one of the words under the entry for ATTRIBUTE. 
Many of the words that received only cross-references in the earlier book, now 
have a full list of words and expressions. The purpose of all these changes is to 
make it easier to find the right word or expression for one's idea.

In Sisson's Word and Expression Locater, you will find the entry words 
arranged in traditional alphabetical or "dictionary" style. Sample entry words 
are ABANDON, ABASH, ABBREVIATE, ABDOMEN, ABERRATION, ABET, 
ABHORRENCE, ABILITY, ABJECT, and ABNORMAL. 

But you are not restricted to this one method of lookup. The index con¬ 
tains a hierarchy of ten broad categories under which the entry words are 
grouped. 

The list of categories used to group the entry words is: (1) actions and 
events; (2) business; (3) feelings and communication; (4) ideas, ideals, and val¬ 
ues; (5) measurements; (6) people and the social world; (7) space, form, and 
placement; (8) structures, materials, and parts; (9) the living world; and (10) 
transport, movement, and transfer.

X / How to Use Sisson’s Word and Expression Locater 

Sisson's Word and Expression Locater is enriched by directing users to the 
broad categories in the index, which appear in alphabetical order, as do the 
entry words under them. By offering this way of both gathering and classify¬ 
ing the entry words, Sisson's Word and Expression Locater organizes the entry- 
words in a way that mirrors the way we "classify" and "connect" vocabulary 
in our brains. The index allows users to enhance their prose from another per¬ 
spective and to think more about the relationships between the words and 
expressions. 

When an initial alphabetical search does not yield adequate results, the 
index provides users with an alternative point of entry. By restricting the index 
to ten broad categories, the editor attempted to reduce the possibility of mis¬ 
understanding the classification scheme. The index is intended as a research 
and creative tool. 

The alphabetical format works very well in most instances, but the index 
greatly enhances the book's value by offering a second mode of access—anoth¬ 
er way to get to the word or expression you want. Users can peruse all the 
entries under People and the Social World to get started in a search or use it as 
a spur to inspiration. The index of Sisson's Word and Expression Locater is as sim¬ 
ple to use as the book itself.

The list of categories used to group the entry words is: 

1. Actions and events: Anything done, especially a deed, a happening. 

2. Business: Any domain, discipline, work-related object, or happening. 

3. Feelings and communication: Any mental state, condition, or emotion, or 
the conveying of feelings or information. 

4. Ideas, ideals, and values: Any plan, thought, or suggestion for a possible 
action or series of actions; the conception of an idea, action, or thing; the 
qualities, features, or values of anything. 

5. Measurements: Any dimension or measure of something; the passing of 
or periods of time for events or actions. 

6. People and the social world: Any person or action performed only by per¬ 
sons, especially social actions and events. 

7. Space, form, and placement: Anything measurable or defined by its shape 
and the positioning or arrangement of something. 

8. Structures, materials, and parts: Something formed of parts and the 
pieces or divisions that make up a whole and which can be separated 
from or connected with it 

9. The living world: Anything within the plant and animal kingdom, other 
than humans. 

10. Transport, movement, and transfer: Any physical transfer or movement 
of something, especially active or guided movement or transport. 

This small, manageable hierarchy divides the "world" into ten pieces. 
These broad categories appear in alphabetical order, as do the entry words 
under them. The index organizes the entry words in a way that mirrors the way 
we "classify" and "connect" vocabulary in our brains. It allows users to 
enhance their prose from another perspective and to think more about the rela¬ 
tionships between the words and expressions.
