The crown,
designed and executed by Kerenov, remained in the possession of the Azimov family for almost 400
years, and was last used in the coronation of William 1V in 1913. Following the overthrow of the
Azimov dynasty in 1925, the crown was declared the property of the people of Lapathia. It is now on
display in the National Museum at Madanhoff, the capital city which grew up around the site of Duke
Federic's ancient stronghold.

" "The Azimov crown, solid gold and set with lapis lazuli, is surmounted by a huge ruby said to have
been the possession of 1van the Bold, whose estates were forfeited to Federic Azimov after his
execution. The two-headed eagle atop the ruby is the family device of the Azimovs. Kerenov fashioned
it of enamel on gold. The eyes are diamonds, each weighing more than two carats.' "
