In this way the same type or section which 

forms the head of the crotchet serves also for the head of the quaver, semi¬ 

quaver and demisemiquaver ; the quaver foot-piece is equally applicable to 

the semi and demisemiquaver; and so of others. In short, the characters 

are analyzed and reduced to their elements, thirty of these sections produc¬ 

ing every imaginable note or combination of notes. There are no kerned cha¬ 

racters, and the whole is as easily composed as an ordinary alphabet, the lines 

being set up first and the rules dropped in afterwards. It is almost superflu¬ 

ous to remark, that the flats, sharps, and other characters belonging to the 

stave, are adapted in the same manner as the notes, so that the lines of the 

stave can be extended in one piece across the page. The whole can be laid in 
one case, a plan of which will accompany every font.
