Less than five years ago we published our first Type 
Book, in a miniature pocket size, with the edition 
limited to five hundred copies. No plates were made 
and the type was distributed. 

We are still receiving requests (totaling more than two 
thousand), from many corners of the earth, for that little 
book. A large number are "duplicates” because the 
original books have been worn out from constant use. 

While regretting, as we do, our inability to grant 
more than a quarter of these requests, we have welcomed 
the enthusiasm with which the book was received and 
are alike gratified and flattered.

Advertisements. 

In the following pages we endeavor to present a 

complete and compact exhibit of our equipment (up 

to the time of going to press, for we constantly are 
making additions), of Type Faces, Type Borders, Orna¬ 

ments and Decorators, Initial Letters, etc., in a manner 
that can readily be referred to, easily understood and, 

so far as possible, be highly informative. 

The copy for the specimens of the various types is 
the same throughout and the smaller sizes are shown 
both solid and leaded. These features are for com¬ 
parative purposes. A glance will show you how one 
face or size compares with another. 

In several of the medium and larger sizes there are 
words at the end of lines divided incorrectly. The sacri¬ 
fice of correctness was to gain nearly uniform spacing 
and to point out that those particular faces or sizes 
are not always practical (for the faces or sizes referred 
to) in the narrow width of line used here. 

The reprinting of our advertisements from Printers’ 
Ink is done not alone to show diversity of arrange¬ 
ment and add color and atmosphere to what otherwise 
might prove dull, but also to broadcast the high ideals 
of genuinely fine Typography presented in the copy in 
any one or all of them. One enthusiastic admirer, after 
seeing an advance dummy, remarked that this book is 
a rich setting for these gems. 

This book may not be perfect, for nothing ever is, 
but each page is designed and executed with all the 
foregoing objectives in mind.
