Although not quite as famous as Dunstable, Leonel Power (c.1370/85-1445) was easily the next most significant English composer of the era. His Missa Alma redemptoris mater is apparently the earliest surviving cyclic cantus firmus mass. Tracks #1-2 & #4-6 come from the Old Hall manuscript, in which Power is the most-represented composer.

The slightly later recording devoted to Dunstable by the present ensemble is also a classic:
